Obtain contact details (including email) of all guests at parties and customer from public events.
	Create a calendar of newsletters.

	
	Local Advertising
	Take out weekly classified ad in local papers.

Put up Stardust posters in suitable shop windows, mother and toddler group venues etc.
	Source rates and never pay standard rates.  Always negotiate a discount.

	Create awareness of Stardust brand in the local area.
	Launch PR programme
	Write press release providing a back ground about Stardust and information about Stardust events.  Invite the local paper down to a public event.
	

	Secure more bookings
	Spread the word
